


COMPUTER ART

DIGITAL ART

Do not combine image scans for multi-part figures. Only one image per
file is acceptable.

Each scan must be accompanied by a printout at the scan’s full size,
showing the complete image. The printout should be clearly labeled on
the front with its figure number.

Computer-generated art is acceptable ONLY if it is submitted in
approved graphic file formats, TIFF or EPS.

Use one of the approved programs for creating computer art;
Photoshop, Freehand, or Illustrator. DO NOT create or input graphics
into a Word document, or in a spreadsheet program such as Excel.

Use figure numbers for file names, e.g. Figl.1.tif.

Submit a printout of each piece of computer art, clearly labeled with its
figure number.

Digital art downloaded from a Web page is usually only 72 dpi, making
the resolution too low for print publication, and therefore unacceptable.
Hi-res jpeg images from digital cameras are acceptable. Use the
highest quality setting on your camera. If available, choose the TIFF
setting on your camera, otherwise, JPEG is acceptable.
